LADY EVELYN ALTERNATIVE SCHOOL HOSTS
VISITING JAPANESE CULTURAL INTERN

Since September 2003, the staff and students of Lady Evelyn Alternative School in Old Ottawa
East have been enjoying the visit of Yuki Teshima, a visiting cultural intern from Tokyo, Japan.

Yuki has been a daily presence at the school, altemating among all classes from Kindergarten
to Grade 6. She has been introducing the children to various aspects of Japanese culture,
including history, music, language, and crafts. This is Yuki s first visit to Canada and also the
first time she has been actively teaching children in a classroom setting. While she is not a
teacher by profession, Yuki is really enjoying her time at the school and students report her
classes to be very interesting and always a treat. Yuki attended the Tokyo University of
Agriculture, earning a degree in environmental engineering, before coming to Canada.

Several aspects of Canadian culture have also proven a challenge for Yuki, including learning
English and of course, our brisk Ottawa winter. Yuki spoke very little English prior to taking this
assignment, however she has obtained an amazing level of proficiency in her short time here.
She credits this to her time spent with the teachers, parent volunteers, and students at Lady
Evelyn School. She also has become quite a skater, after many outings on the Rideau Canal!

Yuki has been hosted by the families of Lady Evelyn School teachers and students during her
stay. This has proven to be a very positive experience for the host families and Yuki as well,
giving each a closer cultural exchange opportunity.

Yuki s interests outside school include music. She has played piano for many years and has
accompanied several class performances. She is also a percussion expert and plays drums
with a Montreal indie rock band called FFF . Yuki plans to remain in Canada after the school
year, looking for an opportunity to work in the field of environmental engineering. We wish her
every success in future!
